It was an 

act of unprecedented cunning, turning the design of evil into 

the service of good, an act that holds within it a promise for all 

of us.  The unimaginable suffering of the cross was fully  

redeemed: it is by his „wounds‟ that we are healed (Isaiah 

53:5), by his weakness that we are made strong.”  As a believer 

I give thanks for the healing I have experienced through 

Christôs death and resurrection.  I, likewise, rejoice in the 

victory over death won by Jesus and the hope of eternal life 

it brings me.  Easter also brings much comfort to my life in 

that it reminds me, as Yancey notes, that the resurrection 

proves that God can bring good even out of horrible  

circumstancesðthat is, in fact, His specialty.  I cannot  

imagine what my life would be like were it not for Easter.  

Easter changes everything!
