  Recently I preached a sermon called “The 

Church God Intended.”  We looked at some 

of the characteristics Luke lists for the early 

church at the end of Acts 2.  We could not 

help but conclude that the church today often 

falls short of what God intended.  Why is that 

the case?  I’m sure there are many answers but I’m convinced 

that one of the primary ones is that folks today seem to have 

trouble making and keeping commitments.  Most of us are very 

independent minded and don’t want to be tied down by commit-

ments.  As a result, our allegiance to Christ and the church is of-

ten not what it could or should be.  In the Disciples tradition we 

make a big deal of people confessing “Jesus is Lord.”  We under-

stand this to be the heart of Christianity.  What we may fail to 

realize is that by confessing Jesus as Lord we are making a radi-

cal commitment.  Jesus put it this way, “Whoever would be my 

disciple must deny himself, take up his cross daily and follow me.”  

Have the conditions for discipleship changed?  No, not hardly.  

We may not be a people who like making commitments but if we 

are going to be true followers of Christ we have no choice but to 

center our lives around him.  If we don’t do that, to be blunt, he 

is no longer Lord of our lives.  John Ortberg once noted that “the 

great danger is not that we will renounce our faith.  It is that we 

will become so distracted and rushed and preoccupied that we 

settle for a mediocre version of it.”  I fear this has already hap-

pened to a number of us.  Jesus deserves something much better 

from us.  He deserves our complete and undying commitment.  

Wouldn’t you agree?
