  One of the books I am currently reading is 

Made For Goodness by Bishop Desmond Tutu 

and his daughter, Mpho Tutu.  Bishop Tutu is 

a Nobel Peace Prize recipient and is known 

worldwide as a veteran of the moral movement 

that ended apartheid in South Africa.  Despite 

the fact that he experienced the trauma and cruelty of apartheid for 

the biggest part of his life, Tutu has an incredibly high view of the 

human race.  In a world where the bad in people gets most of the 

press, Tutu’s book comes across as a breath of fresh air.  Below you 

will find selected passages from this book.  I encourage you to  

reflect on them. 

ñWe are fundamentally good.  When you come to think of it, thatôs 

who we are at our core.  Why else do we get so outraged by wrong?  

Evil and wrong are aberrations.  If wrong was the norm, it wouldnôt 

be news.ò  ñYou and I are tuned to the key of goodness.  This is not to 

deny evil, it is to face evil squarely.  And we can face evil squarely 

because we know that evil will not have the final word.ò  ñTo be  

hateful and mean is operating against the deepest yearnings that God 

placed in our hearts.  Goodness is not just our impulse.  It is our  

essence.ò  ñWe are made for goodness by God, who is goodness itself.  

We are made for and like God, who is the very essence of goodness.ò  

At one point Tutu says ñGoodness changes the way we see the world, 

the way we see others, and most importantly, the way we see  

ourselves.  The way we see ourselves matters.  It affects how we treat 

people.  It affects the quality of life for each and all of us.ò  I believe 

that the Bible supports what Bishop Tutu is saying.  We truly were 

“made for goodness.”  As Christians, let’s all strive to live our lives 

in such a way that those who know and see us will find no reason to 

doubt this.
