lightful book, Wishful Thinking .  ñFor Chris-

tians, hope is ultimately hope in Christ.  The 

hope that he really is what for centuries we have been claiming 

he is.  The hope that despite the fact that sin and death still rule 

the world, he somehow conquered them.  The hope that in him 

and through him all of us stand a chance of somehow conquer-

ing them too.  The hope that at some unforeseeable time and in 

some unimaginable way he will return with healing in his 

wings.  No one in the New Testament calls a spade a spade as 

unflinchingly as Saint Paul.  óIf Christ has not been raised, your 

faith is futile,ô he wrote to the Corinthians.  óIf for this life only 

we have hoped in Christ, we are of all people most to be pit-

iedô (1 Cor. 15:17, 19).  That is the possibility in spite of which 

Saint Paul and the rest of us go on hoping even so.  That is the 

possibility that led Dostoyevsky to write to a friend, óIf anyone 

proved to me that Christ was outside the truth, and it really 

was so that the truth was outside Christ, then I would prefer to 

remain with Christ than with the truth.ôò  In the weeks to come 

we will pause to reflect on Christôs coming into the world long 

ago and what that means for us today.  We will also pause to 

remember that he is coming again one day and consider what 

that means for us today as well.  For me, Christôs coming in the 

past and his coming again in the future both mean hope.  May 

this blessed hope be yours in abundance this Advent season.
